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Following the world cup archery event in Dover in 2007, a legacy project was developed, funded by Sport England, Archery GB, Dover Town Council, Kent Sport, Leisure and Olympics, Kent Archery Association and Southern Counties Archery Society. This project has resulted in over 8,700 new people being introduced to the sport and training 53 new leaders. 
To help further develop archery in Kent, the Kent Archery Development Project had identified funding to support clubs, schools, community organisations, archers, coaches, officials and volunteers.
It is hoped that clubs and organisations will develop to the benefit of club members and the local community.

It is anticipated that most grants will range from £100 to £1000, however, applications above this will be considered.

This funding could be for the following eligible items:

· Equipment 

· Venue hire

· Coaching / officials fees

· Training of coaches / officials / volunteers

· Promotional costs

· Transport (where need justified)

· Reasonable overheads

Funding will not be granted:

· Retrospectively

· For an existing activity or event, that is not enhanced / expanded

· For personal equipment, clothing or other personal / commercial gain

· To projects outside Kent County Council and Medway boundaries.

Priority will be given to those applications that best meet the following aims of the fund:

· Increase participation in the sport of archery
· Provide opportunities for archers to achieve their full potential

· Increase the quantity and quality of coaches, officials and volunteers

· Assist clubs to fulfil their full potential

 We are looking for new and innovative ideas to achieve the above aims, however as a guide activities or events could include:

· Club taster sessions aiming to attract new participants

· Coach development opportunities
· Implementation of Clubmark
· Skills days for local schools or youth groups
· Inter club or school competition

· A programme to develop elite archers
